In a unique opportunity to return to Romania after nearly two decades to once again share the Good 
News of Jesus Christ, the Palau Association has agreed work side by side with our brothers and sisters in 
Christ in Romania to hold the Bucharest Festival with Andrew Palau, May 31 ς June 1, 2008.   
 

The History 
In 1990 and 1991, world evangelist Luis Palau spent 20 days in Romania at the invitation of the newly 
established Evangelical Alliance of Romania. Taking place just weeks after the fall of the Communist 
Regime, these campaigns brought together more than 340,000 people to hear the Good News, with 
more than 85,600 individuals making public commitments to Jesus Christ.  The seeds that were planted 
18 years ago have flourished, maturing many of the decision-makers into church leaders who now have 
a heart, vision, and passion to reach the up-and-coming generation with the Good News. 
 

The Opportunity 
World evangelist Andrew Palau has been invited to Bucharest by leaders from area churches to hold a major 
evangelistic outreach in the heart of the city.  Using our unique festival model ς incorporating extreme 
action sports demonstrations, an interactive ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ŀǊŜŀ, live musical performances, and multiple 
presentations of the Gospel ς our plan is to reach the city with the life-changing message of Jesus 
Christ.  Through this campaign, God willing, the Palau Association and the believers in the city hope to: 

 Act as a catalyst for revival in Romania 

 Foster unity among the churches 

 Break religious and cultural stereotypes 

 Offer relevant evangelistic opportunities 

 Encourage and train local believers to share their faith 

 Saturate Bucharest with the Gospel 
 

The Need 
Nestled in Southeastern Europe, Romania was founded on Christian values, being first reached with the 
Gospel during the expansion of the Roman Empire. During the years of the World Wars, Romania fell 
under the power of a Communist Regime.  After the Iron Curtain fell in 1989, Romania found itself in an 
economically and spiritually impoverished state.  Though a nominally Christian nation, today in 
Bucharestτa city of over 3 million peopleτonly 0.5 percent of the population are Evangelical Christians.

The Goals (Measurables) 
 

In the late spring of 2008, the Palau Association, with the partnership of participating churches and 
Christian organizations in Bucharest, is preparing to yet again hold an historic, innovative outreach 
event to reach Romania with the Good News.  The goals for this campaign include:  
 

 Church collaboration throughout Bucharest 
Goal: 60 partnering churches (of the 77 Bible-believing churches total in the city) 

 Counselors trained in friendship evangelism, new believer follow-up, and discipleship 
Goal: 1,000 counselors trained 

 Festival attendance 
Goal: 20,000-30,000 individuals (double the number of believers in the city) 

 School Outreach Campaigns 
Goal: 42 schools 

 

The Project 
This festival initiative will also include elements making it unique to Romania, including: 
 

 Student Outreach Campaigns 
In partnership with the Romanian Association National Anti-Drug (ANA), our team plans to hold 
events in at least 42 high schools the week before the festival, leading discussions about drugs, 
alcohol, and relationships.  In addition, team members will share personal testimonies of life change. 

 

 Affinity Events 
Targeting different segments of the Bucharest population, evangelistic luncheons, dinners, and 
gatherings will be held in the week leading up to the festival.  Andrew Palau, as well as other 
Next Generation Alliance partner evangelists, will share the Good News Gospel at 10 special 
events for women, business leaders, civic servants (educators, police officers, and prison 
wardens), senior citizens, and government leaders. 
 

 Festival Outreach 
Included in this festival will be all the main elements of a Luis Palau festival, incorporating an 
ŀŎǘƛƻƴ ǎǇƻǊǘǎ ȊƻƴŜΣ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ŀǊŜŀΣ ƳǳǎƛŎŀƭ performances, and multiple presentations of the 
Gospel throughout the day.  Held in Izvor Park ς with the famous Palatul Parlamentului in the 
background ς this festival will help to foster unity among the churches, proclaim the Good News 
on a nationwide scale, and meet the needs of the community, including services to help those 
with addiction and medical problems. 

 

 In-Depth Training Courses 
Offering unique counselor training and friendship evangelism techniques, our team will equip 
and prepare the local church leaders and believers for on-site follow-up at the festival and the 
consecutive months of discipleship for the decision-makers. 
 

 Sustainability 
In an effort to fan the flame started by the festival, the Palau Association will work with local 
pastors, churches, and lay people to encourage follow-up and discipleship.  Next Steps events ς 
focusing on specific follow-up for youth and adults after the festival ς will help to ground new 
believers in their faith, encourage them to stay involved in their community, and provide them 
with locally-produced, Bible-based resources and materials.
